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In response to these concerns, the original proposal has
been reduced to 3 turbines, from 4. More specifically,
the turbine nearest to residential properties has been
dropped: increasing the distance from the nearest
homes. In doing this we have also significantly reduced
the length of fracks required to access the site.

In addition, further work was carried out confirming
the strength of bridges and suitability of the local road
network. This also highlighted road improvements that
would need to be undertaken. An assessment on traffic
levels has been considered as part of the Environmental
Statement.

We can confirm that the grid connection will be made
via underground cabling, both between turbines and
to the local electricity distribution line running along the
edge of the site.

We are keen to engage local businesses in
the construction process, and have already
been in discussions with local firms regarding
opportunities. Based on today’s prices, the
contract for construction would be worth around
£1.875 million.

Visualimpactis oftenthe main concernregarding
wind energy developments. The turbines need
to be sufficiently large in order to capture the
energy from the wind.

We understand however that they do have a
visual impact, which is why we have worked
closely with Landscape Architects and design
professionals to minimise the visual effects where
possible. A full landscape and visual impact
assessment has been undertaken.
